MADE IN UGRA:

mobile homes conquer the hearts
of hunters and outdoor enthusiasts

Convenient, practical, reliable and relatively inexpensive - these are

the main characteristics of transport for travelers and hunters, which is
produced by an individual entrepreneur, Leonid Nikolaevich Vlasov.
Since 2012 Vlasov has been working on the creation of customised mobile
homes from all over Russia. What distinguishes his products from foreign
ones, what advantages a motorhome gives on a trip and how popular it is
among people - to all these questions Vlasov answers himself.

-Leonid Nikolaevich, how did it all begin?
And what are today’s successes?

- It began with the creation of the first
«similarity» of mobile home on the basis
of all-wheel drive «GAZ-Sobol» At that
time, the construction of such vehicles
was completely unknown to us, and the
motorhome itself was created for personal
use. Overnight fishing or hunting trips to
distant lands led me to the idea of creating
a car, in which you can sleep in winter lying
abask on the bed rather than sitting on the
seats without heating. GAZ-Sobol gave us a
certain experience, we saw its shortcomings
as a motorhome and as an off-road car
and understood how to avoid them in the
following designs. The process of qualitative
improvement began, which gave better and
better results with every next project.

Today, our mobile homes are equipped
with branded European equipment: they
have a kitchen unit, a hot water boiler, a
shower/toilet, air conditioners, refrigerators
and other components. In fact, each of our
autohouses is a small studio apartment with
everything you need to live in any climatic
conditions with no civilization at hand (all

you need is a supply of fuel and gas). And
getting so far allows the presence of all-
wheel drive and almost complete autonomy
of motorhomes. At the same time, the final
cost of our products is two times lower than
the cost of European analogues present on
the Russian market. And its quality and
reliability surpasses them.

- Can you tell in more detail what is being
done to achieve such results?

- When creating a canopy (unified
encapsulated body), we apply the technology
of welded metal frame as well as other
developments improving structural strength,
but leaving it light and mobile. We also
developed and produced several projects of
camper-trailers for an automobile. In these
trailers three or four people can comfortably
travel and two-wheeled motor vehicles can
be transported (for example, snowmobiles
or quadrunners). There are no analogues of
such trailers in Russia.

- Is your work unified or does each order
require separate solutions? To what extent
are auto homes in demand?

- We make our products customised
taking into account all the wishes of clients.
It takes from 3 to 6 months to manufacture
one motorhome, since each project differs
from the previous one in many ways and we
are constantly in search of ways to improve
them.

In Russia the demand for motorhomes is
high, but poor infrastructure of autocamping
for servicing motorhomes does not allow the
internal autotourism to develop. However,
our mobile homes ride around Chita,
Astrakhan and Tyumen regions, the Perm
Territory, because they are not so demanding
for the presence of specially equipped
places. Potential customers call from all
regions of Russia, for example, in April we
delivered the project to Saratov. It has five
full sleeping accommodations, a kitchen unit
with hot and cold water, a shower, a toilet,
a refrigerator, air conditioning - in general,
everything neceesary for a comfortable
journey at temperatures from -35 to + 40
degrees Celsius.

Despite high demand and interest in our
products - and we showed them at exhibitions
in Moscow, Khanty-Mansiysk, Tyumen,
Yekaterinburg and received diplomas and
enthusiastic feedback everywhere - many
people still do not understand that traveling
and spending nights in a mobile home give
a completely different level of rest. Having a
house, in which you can get anywhere in the
country and at the same time have the full
range of benefits of civilization is amazing.
To feel this, you need to try it.

- Is there any support from the region?
What are your plans?

- In commemoration of our achievements
we received a badge of honour “Made in
Ugra”. But in reality the question is still open
- what we can do and what we are already
giving to our region. We try to be on our
own and I hope that our comfortable mobile
homes traveling throughout the country
create a positive image of Surgut.

And the plans we have are simple - to
proceed to the creation of the next project
after the completion of the current one.
